Remember:

The Selector is only a tool to help us to achieve our programming goals.

It can help us maintain a consistant air sound while facilitating even rotations on our songs.

It should not be a substitute for your good judgement and personal understanding of our goals.

Here's one way to approach the hour:

1)
Check the overall time.  


If too long & there are unscheduled positions, find shorter songs (don't drop more).


If too short & there are unscheduled positions, try to add song(s).

2)
Check unscheduled positions.  When filling them follow these rules:


Try to meet the pattern, (including the fade out on the last song).


Don't play two songs in a row with the same type. 
Count the new releases.


Do not to replace new releases (H, M, L, K, D). You may juggle if you check “same hour.”


Within sets, push for variety in Mood, consistency in Tempo & Texture.
There should be at least 1, generally no more than 2 "S" Sound Code per set.

3)
Check for weather post time at top of hour.  Try to avoid cold ends just before live sweeper. 

4)
Juggle songs to achieve these goals:
Within sets: Variety in Mood and Type; Consistency in Tempo & Texture (no S/F or 2/4 jumps).
Push for some variety in Sound Codes.  Try not to schedule two instrumentals in a row that have the same instrument as their main "voice."  Sometimes you can tell that from the Sound Codes, but it's also helpful to know what the main artist plays to figure this out.  At the same time, try to schedule at least one sax every 2 or 3 songs (it's generally considered to be the defining voice in jazz).
